
WHAT YOU DO: Draw 10 hearts on
any size on a piece of paper and
cut out. On 3 of the hearts, write
the words “Jesus Loves Me”. Hide
the hearts around the house and
send your kids on a scavenger
hunt to find them. Whenever a
child finds a heart with words on it,
ask them, “Who loves you?” and
have them respond, “JESUS LOVES
ME!” Play until all 10 hearts are
found!
